Constitution and By-Laws

Article I

Section 1.  Purpose:  The purpose of this organization shall be to provide recreational facilities to its members, guest, and the public to perpetuate the sport of trapshooting.

Section 2.  Fiscal Year:  The fiscal year shall be July 1st to June 30th. 
Article II

Section 1.  Dissolution of Corporation:  Upon dissolution the corporation the assets be distributed in the following manner:  75% of the assets shall be donated to the South Dakota State Trapshooting Association and 25% of the assets shall be donated to the local Ducks Unlimited Association.

Article III

Section 1. Name:  The name of this organization shall be the Rapid City Trap Club” hereinafter called the Club or RCTC.

Article IV

Section 1.  Membership.  Any person expressing an interest in trapshooting and complying with the provisions of the Constitution and By-Laws of this Club shall be eligible for membership in this organization.  Beginning 1 January 1990, membership shall be 1 Jan to 31 December.  Memberships are non-assessable.

Section 2.  Voting.  An individual member in good standing, shall have the right to vote upon all issues before the Annual Meeting, General Membership or Special Membership Meetings.

Article V

Section 1.  The Board shall, from time to time set the types and cost of annual dues.

Section 2.  Senior Life Membership.  A person may become a Senior Life Member of this Club upon payment of 50% of the normal Life Membership Fee provided said person has reached their 65th birthday prior to this payment.  This shall relinquish all yearly dues assessments for regular membership for life.

Section 3.  Unpaid Dues.  Any member with dues not paid in full shall be dropped from the membership roll and shall have all privileges suspended.

Section 4.  Reinstatement of Membership.  Reinstatement of membership shall be after said member has paid-up the current year’s dues.

Article VI

Section 1.  Board of Directors. The Board of Directors, hereinafter called the Board, shall direct, manage, supervise and control and conduct the business, property, funds, management and perform activities in keeping with the Club’s objectives.

Section 2.  Publications.  The Board shall also supervise and issue publications related to its business.

Article VII

Section 1.  Monthly Meeting.  Regular meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held at a time and place suitable to the Board.  Notice of the time and place of meeting will be posted at least one week prior to the meeting at the Club and on the web site at www.rapidcitytrapclub.com .
Section 2.  The annual meeting and Club Championship Shoot shall be on a date determined by the Board.

Section 3.  General Membership Meeting.  The Annual meeting, as specified in Article VII, Section 2., above shall be the General Membership meeting and election of Officers and Directors whose terms have expired.  

Section 4.  Special Membership Meeting.  Special Membership Meetings may be held on call of the President and any three Officers and 50% of the Directors, or 25 members in good standing.  All members in good standing shall be notified, in writing, at least 14 days prior to meeting days.  A first class letter, posted 15 days prior to meeting date, addressed to members’ address on Club records, shall constitute notification. 

Article VIII

Section 1.  Amendments.  This Constitution may be amended at any Annual, General Membership or Special Meeting, by a two thirds majority vote of the eligible members present, provided that written notice of intent to amend the Constitutions and the proposed amendment (s) shall have been posted for no less than thirty days in plain sight at the Club House.

Article IX

Section 1.  Nominating Committee.  At least 30 days prior to the Annual Meeting the President shall appoint a nominating committee of at least three members.  This committee shall, at the Annual Meeting, place into nomination the names of one or more candidates for each directorship (s) to be filled.  Additional nominations, if any, shall be accepted from the floor at the time the Nominating Committee report is heard.

Article X

Section 1.  Officer and Board Eligibility.  No person shall be eligible to hold office, be a Director or be appointed to a committee unless he is an active member in good standing and exhibits and honest interest in trapshooting.

Article XI

Section 1.  President.  The President shall be the chief executive officer of the Club.  He shall preside at all meetings and serve as Chairman of the Board of Directors.  He shall conduct all affairs in accordance with the Constitution and By-Laws.  He shall, within two weeks after taking office hold a meeting with the Board of Directors, examine the books, records and property, instruct officers and the Board members of their duties as described in the Constitution and By-Laws.

Section 2.  Vice-President.  The Vice-President shall succeed the President in the absence of the President of if such vacancy exists.

Section 3.  Secretary.  The Secretary shall maintain the general records, minutes files of correspondence and membership lists.  The Secretary shall insure that all officers, directors and committee members are in compliance with Article X.  He shall insure that a current copy of the Constitution and By-Laws are conspicuously posted at the Club House.  All officers and Directors, initiating correspondence on behalf of the Club, shall furnish the Secretary a copy of such correspondence.

Section 4.  Treasurer.  The Treasurer shall receive and deposit all monies in the Club’s bank account.  Disbursements exceeding $500 shall be made only on authority of the Board.  He shall give bond for faithful discharge of duties, is such sum, and with surety as may be required by the Board at the organizations expense.  It shall be mandatory at club expense for the Treasurer to secure the services of a public accounting firm to prepare and file the annual federal income tax return and to prepare a year end financial compilation of the RCTC annual business activity.

Section 5.  Terms of Office.  The term of office for the Officers shall be for (1) year.  The term of office for all directors shall be three (3) years.

Section 6.  Board of Directors.  The Board of Directors, referred to as the Board, shall be the administrative body of this Club, authorized to transact all business and supervise all activities between meetings of the General Membership.  The Board shall consist of the following:  The Officers and nine (9) members elected according to the Constitution and By-Laws.  The immediate past President shall be an ex-offico member.  

Section 7.  Any vacancies of Officers or Directors shall be filled by election within thirty (30) days following the notice of the vacancy.  If a Director becomes and officer, his office as Director shall be held vacant until a new person is elected by the Board to fill this vacancy for the duration of the un-expired term.

Section 8.  Quorum.  There shall be at least seven (7) members present all Board meeting to constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

Section 9.  Director’s Attendance.  Any Board member who fails to attend two (2) consecutive regular meetings of the Board of Directors without being excused shall forfeit his membership in said Board and such Directorship shall be deemed vacant. Any Director may be removed from the Board of Directors for improper conduct by a 2/3 majority of the Board of Directors.

Section 10.  Officers Attendance.  Any Officer failing to attend two (2) consecutive regular meetings of the Board without being excused shall forfeit his office in said Club and such office shall be deemed vacant.  Any Officer may be removed from the Board of Directors for improper conduct by a 2/3 majority of the Board of Directors.

Section 11.  Elections of Officers.  All Officers shall be elected at the General Membership meeting with a term of office of one (1) year.  All new officers shall be elected form the existing Board of Directors or Officers.  All Officers may succeed themselves.

Article XII

Section 1.  Rules of Order.  Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern conduct of all meetings.
