April  2010 minutes

Meeting called to order at 6:45pm at the Rapid City Trap Club by President Paul Vinatieri

Secretaries Report: The minutes from the March meeting were presented to the board. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Mike Kintigh  and seconded by Zane Brink. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan was absent so there was no report. 

League Report:  Jim Quintus reported that we currently have 22 teams shooting spring league.  The trap kids are working well with the schedule Jim has put together for them. 

Sporting Clays:  Sporting clays are running during league on Tuesday nights. We threw 9 rounds tonight, and we expect to throw 20-30 rounds when we get it going full speed. Paul will be here on Tuesday nights and will have help. 

Skeet Report:  Since Don Weinand is no longer able to run the skeet range, Dave Stafford has agreed to run skeet on Sundays. He will empty the machines on Sunday and find out about general maintenance on the machines too.  

Tournaments:   Our first registered shoot will be May 15 and 16. The annual Club election and shoot will be held on June 19th.

Maintenance:  We still need to check into lifting the skeet clubhouse to fix the  floor. Clean up day will be May 8th. We will do some painting, work on the flagpole, power washing, staining etc. We will have a fun shoot and free brat supper for anyone that comes out to help.  Dave Johnson reported that the weeds were sprayed at the club on April 12.  He sprayed the parking lot, skeet and trap fields. The cost of the project was $230.00 and Mike Kintigh moved to present Dave Johnson with a 50 punch practice card in lieu of the bill for spraying. Jim Quintus seconded the motion. All approved. 

 Equipment:  Mike Kintigh reported that the practice trap has been fixed. He had to call the Metro gun club and they said the hydraulic valve was stuck. We got the new part in and it now works. All traps are up and running. The tire was cut on the mower, which has been patched and is holding for now. 

Youth Program:  Youth clinic is going well. It will run for 8 nights through April. We have 22 kids shooting right now. There are 4 or 5 new kids that are very interested in being on a team. 

Old Business: 
Website:  Char reported that there have been no new updates to the website. Paul will ask Greg to talk to Kelly. 

Component Order:  The component order pick up went well. There are still a few orders to be picked up still. 

Internet/ Midcontinent:  Zane Brink will be meeting with Midcontinent to discuss the line coming into the club. 

Lighting project/ grants:  Mike Kintigh is rewriting the grant for the lighting project. It is set for April so we can do the work by June. Some of the items we considered using for in kind labor is not going to be usable. $ 15/hr labor is about the max that we can use. 

National Guard project:  The National Guard would have a crew that could do the surveying and earthwork, but it will be approximately 2 ½  years from now. If the Guard could use the facility for training  they may be able to pay for about 75% of the project according to Kit Cline who is the engineer of installations for the Guard. We will see if we can get BJ McGuire from the Rifle Club to sit on a committee regarding a rifle range building. Mike Kintigh and Paul Vinatieri would represent the trap club on the committee.

Credit Card machine:  We moved the machine to another phone jack and it worked now. When we upgrade our phone service with Midcontinent, it may improve our use of the credit card machine. 

New Business:

State Trapshoot : We discussed what it would take to get back into the rotation to host the state trapshoot. We would need to improve the sewer, parking, camping etc. We would also need more traps. Dave Stafford is going to check into the sewer situation to see what our possibilities would be. 

Membership: Dave Johnson agreed to take over the membership log for Don Weinand. He will try to keep a tighter rein on the system.

Pennington Co. Planning Dept: We received a letter concerning a court action between Pat Foley and Lloyd involving the access road to the trap club. We will address this at a later date. 

Other Business:

Elk Foundation:  Dennis Schaar requested a donation of a membership for their banquet. Zane Brink moved to donate an annual family membership to the Elk Foundation. Dave Stafford seconded the motion.

Becoming Outdoorswomen:  Mike Kintigh will follow up on an email concerning a request for a shoot on Sept. 18. 

Next meeting:  The next meeting will be held May 11th at the trap club at 6:30 pm. 

Motion to adjourn: A motion to adjourn was made. All approved.
