April 12, 2011

April monthly meeting minutes

Meeting called to order at RCTC by  President Paul Vinatieri

Secretaries Report: The minutes from the March meeting were presented to the board.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Charlie Abell and seconded by Mike Kintigh. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that we show a  balance of $ 60,000 in the general fund, $ 54,000 is to be paid for the component order. $ 1400 was paid for sales tax and $ 800 was paid for real estate taxes and $ 1800 for the transformer. Our balance in the account now shows approximately $ 6000. Charlie Abell moved to approve the report and Jim Quintus seconded the motion. All approved. 

Website:   The website hasn‘t had any new updates.

League Report: Nick Geigle will be running the Spring trapshooting league. We have 23 teams with 7 or 8 team members per team average. Doubles league begins April 26. 

Skeet/Sporting Clays Report:  Skeet has not had any activity.  Sporting clays needs targets added. There are many projects to be done at the skeet field (old business). Discussion was held as to whether pursue a  3D archery range to the east of the skeet fields. The National Guard could add more topography (berms, etc.). Billy Cannon will discuss further with Al Kraus of Black Hills Archery.

Tournaments:  First ATA shoot will be May 7.

Maintenance/Equipment:  Mark Policky has been doing the maintenance at the club. The clubhouse was painted by Berendse this past week.  Charlie Abell moved to present annual memberships to Tony, Mike and Gary for  doing the job for us. Nick Geigle seconded the motion. All approved. 

 The mower is up and ready to be used. The blades were sharpened by Power Sports at no charge. We still need a switch in trap 8 to get it up and running. 

Youth Program:  Youth clinic will begin May 11. All Board members who can help would be appreciated!

Old Business:

Grants:  Mike Kintigh reported that the grants are approved and we need to have our projects completed by June 25th. BH Power and Light was paid so we need to have them do the transformer for us. We need to send all bills in at one time to the GF&P for reimbursement for the grant project. We need to buy sump pumps and install them, but the priority is getting the lights completed. (update: trenching and installation will be May 14 as per email from Zane Brink).
2011 projects:   Discussion was held in regards to our projects that we need to complete (roof, bathrooms, holding tank , water). Bathrooms would run in the $ 20,000 range to make them wheelchair accessible according to Dave Stafford. Dave informed us that the new priority should be the south wall which is in bad shape. After discussion, Charlie Abell moved to make our number one priority project the back wall. Dave Stafford will be the project manager and will figure out how many people are needed to complete the project, and will come up with a plan to remove any water that settles in that area. We will hold off on all other projects and repairs until the wall is completed. 

Signs for benches:  Greg Johnson was absent so we don’t know the prices of the sign project fundraiser for the benches.  (possibly a 2x2 sign - $ 250 and a 2x4 sign $ 500). The plan will be to give the prime spots to those individuals and businesses that donate and support us more. We will speak with Conrad’s about sizes next  week.  
Zane Brink moved to have the initial fee begin at $ 250 for a sign and then $ 200 annually after that. Dave Stafford seconded the motion. Dave then amended the motion to state that we will authorize whoever talks to Conrad’s to go ahead with the project. 

New Business: 

Brochure:  Nick Geigle presented an old trap club brochure to the board and informed us that we had the same paper used in the office. Charon Geigle would be willing to format a new brochure with updated information for us. We will bring changes to the next meeting. 

Garbage barrels/ weeds:  Dave Johnson is working on getting us new garbage barrels. The cost would be $10 per barrel plus the cost of handles to tie them down at the posts. The club will reimburse Dave for the barrels. Dave will also spray the grounds for weeds and thistles if we would like for him to. Zane Brink moved to have Dave spray the weeds and Mike K. seconded the motion. Mike Kintigh also moved for us to repay Dave for the projects, Dave Stafford seconded the motion. 

Other Business:

Award:  Nick Geigle would like to re-introduce the award for people who have made outstanding contributions to the trap club. All agreed and we will present it at the annual meeting. We will nominate and vote on another person at the annual meeting. 

South Middle School:  South Middle school will again be coming out with students for a shotgun session on Friday May 13th.

Steel Shot Clinic:  We will host a wounding loss clinic on June 10.. 13 people can shoot but anyone is welcome to attend the seminar.
