August monthly and annual meeting minutes

Secretaries Report: The minutes from the July meeting were presented to the board. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Charlie Abel and seconded by Greg Johnson. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that as of June 30, we had $ 24,300 in the cash till, with  $ 16,000 of that earmarked for our debt retirement. We did not make the additional $ 5,000 on the mortgage principal payment this year, but by June 30th of next year, we should have the mortgage all paid off. We owe $8118 on the mortgage still. We have $2377 in the general fund. Charlie Abel moved to approve the report and Greg Johnson seconded the motion. All approved. 

Website:  The website should be updated now.

League Report:   In the absence of Dennis Johnson, who is in charge of league, it was reported that we have are in week 10 of summer league and that we will roll right into fall league in 2 weeks. Fall league will begin September 7th.
Skeet/Sporting Clays Report:  Dick G. reported that they worked on the high house machine as wires had been chewed through. He inquired as to whether we were planning on raising the shed because of the water and mud problem that we have had. Terry Treinen questioned if we could move the entire structure. We have only pursued raising it or rebuilding it so we didn’t break up the concrete. Terry T. will check into moving the structure. 

Mike Finnegan reported that Fall Hunter’s league will begin the first Tuesday in September. They still need to try to win the trophy back from Spearfish……..

Tournaments:  Mark Policky was shoot director at the last registered shoot. We had 27 shooters on Saturday and 26 on Sunday. We mailed out mailers but they didn’t seem to have an impact on attendance. The next shoot will be the Gold Shoot on Sept. 11 and 12. Turn out for registered shoots has been way down. We will work on keeping our information updated on the website and begin an email based program to remind people of shoots. 

Several special interest groups have rented to use the club in the past years and have showed interest in renting again. First Interstate Bank, Border States and Black Hills Sportsmen have all had special shoots at the club.

Maintenance/Equipment:  Mike Kintigh reported that we have had problems with trap 5 and 2 and 3 are breaking targets. A part has been ordered for trap 2. The lighting grant is waiting for approval through Game Fish & Parks. They did have some questions on the in kind labor costs but we should have the go ahead soon. He has also submitted a grant for replacement parts and 5 sump pumps for the traps. We will plan on ordering the parts that we have the most problems with. 

Youth Program:  We had 3 AIM teams that competed at the State shoot. The kids have been helping with maintenance at the club. We will be recruiting for the youth program through the HuntSafe program.

Old Business: 

Septic system:  The National Guard will be looking into helping us with our septic system and also with future projects of leveling the land to the east of the club. They will be able to do all of the work  for us. The land to the east of sporting clays is no longer being taken into consideration by the BH Rifle club as they found other land. 

We are looking to get back into the rotation for the state competition, but it will take adding more camping spaces and adding houses to our current layout. 

Looking to the future of the club, Mark Policky reminded us to keep in mind that the club has the option of first purchase or refusal on Lloyd’s land around the club.

Membership:  Dave Johnson has been working on the membership list and we will be keeping it current with email addresses.. 

New Business: 

Fundraising:  Kit Cline presented a copy of a calendar that the SD Walleye Classic uses for a fundraiser. Each calendar costs $ 50 and entitles the donors participate in a weekly drawing for a rifle or gun. They cleared over $ 30000 with this project. Kit will check into this further. 

Membership drive:  We will try to increase memberships through HuntSafe (they will add an email address line to the forms)  Buddy Bartholow suggested that we offer a free round of trap if they  bring their parents back out to the club. He also suggested that we offer challenge shoots to the law enforcement groups and the conservation groups in Rapid City. We will also see if the National Guard will get a team together to shoot league.

Other Business:

Annual Election:  Paul Vinatieri had said that he would agree to stay on as president of the club if all of the present board of directors agreed to stay as well. All agreed. 

Dave Stafford, Travis Bacon and Dave Johnson’s spots on the board were up for re-election. Mike Kintigh moved to re-elect all three to the board of directors for three more years. Darcy Schlecht seconded the motion and all approved. 

Charlie Abel moved to re-elect all of the current officers to the board and Darcy Schlecht seconded the motion. All approved. 

Special interest groups shoots:  a group from the National Guard have inquired as to using the club for a shoot. Char suggested that we have some kind of policy for special interest groups such as the military and law enforcement. We will discuss the groups involved and if we do not have to provide any workers, we may let them come out and have fun shoots without renting the clubhouse. 

Next meeting:  The next monthly meeting will be held September 14 at 6:30 at the clubhouse.

Motion to adjourn: A motion to adjourn was made by Charlie Abel. All approved.
