August monthly and Annual meeting minutes

Secretaries Report: The minutes from the July meeting were presented to the board.  

Treasurers Report: The annual treasurer‘s report was presented to the Board. It was explained that once the lighting project was all in and complete the totals would be different. Charlie Abell  moved to approve the treasurers report and Dave Stafford seconded the motion. All approved. 

Website:   The website hasn‘t had any new updates.

League Report: It was reported that we have 15 teams in league and it is almost done. This is better than in the past. We need to stress safety rules and bring attention to any questionable activity. 

Skeet/Sporting Clays Report:  Skeet has been slow. Mike Kintigh , Greg Johnson and Billy Cannon came out and worked on the traps and got them up and running. We will be shooting sporting clays on Tuesdays from 5 to 7. 

Tournaments:  The next ATA shoot will be the annual Gold shoot September 10th and 11th. We should have a better attendance than prior shoots. The last shoot we had a fair turnout and made approximately $ 500. 
Maintenance/Equipment:  We will try to get everything up and running for the Gold shoot. Paul V. and Tim Weaver would be willing to learn to help to fix the trap machines. 

Youth Program:  We will be hosting the range session for HuntSAFE Sept. 17. Mike Kintigh reported that we took three teams to state and they won first place. We had a youth clinic in the spring but the weather was bad and the kids lost interest, so we didn’t have a great turnout. 

Old Business:

Grants:  Mike Kintigh handled the paperwork for the Game Fish & Parks grant. The club was paid and the grant is complete. The lights should be all hooked up soon and it sounds like we will have no bill from Conrad’s. Paul V. thanked the Game, Fish & Parks, Brink Construction and Conrad’s.

The sump pumps are in the process of being installed. Mike K. and Charlie Abell are working on them. 

2011 projects:  We had the new roof put on and used asphalt shingles. The ceiling in the back room was leaking through the stovepipe. A gutter system was installed on the back of the building and was run to the side of the building. We submitted another claim for hail damage and received another $8000 for the barn roof. 

The back wall project was put on the back burner at the last meeting. With the 2 downspouts added it may help the wall. We will watch it and see if it helps. 

Signs for benches:  Conrad’s be making signs for the backs of the benches. We will be getting sponsors and the advertising will be renewable annually. Travis Bacon will be making some member contacts through email. Mark Policky suggested that we appoint a committee and start contacting businesses. Travis Bacon will head up the committee.

New Business: 

Election:  The election committee suggested Greg Johnson, Tim Weaver, Rick Summerville and Frank Stehly to replace those coming off the board this year. They suggested candidates for the officers as Mark Policky for President, Mike Kintigh Vice President, Mike Finnegan Treasurer and Char Bartholow, Secretary. Charlie Abell moved to accept the nominees for the directors and officers as suggested by the committee and it was seconded by Dave Stafford.

Dennis Johnson added Jim Anderson’s name to the possible nominees but Jim declined the nomination.

An election was held by show of hands. Greg Johnson, Tim Weaver and Rick Summerville are our new directors and the officers had no opposition.
