Secretaries Report: The minutes from the November meeting were presented to the board.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Greg Johnson and seconded by Charlie Abell. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that aside from the $ 16,000 in the debt retirement account, we have a balance of $ 1659.30 in the general fund. After the last mortgage payment was made on December 1st, we have a balance of $ 5058.28 owed on the mortgage. Charlie Abell moved to approve the report and Dave Stafford seconded the motion. All approved. 

Website:  Updates have been posted to the website in regards to the winter league.

League Report: Dennis Johnson was absent but it was reported that Greg Johnson is running the winter league.

Skeet/Sporting Clays Report:  We have had a few new shooters at the skeet fields, and sporting clays is closed for the winter months.

Tournaments:  We will get the dates for ATA shoots on the website.

Maintenance/Equipment:  No maintenance on the equipment was necessary at this time. 

Youth Program:  There is no shooting activity in the youth program at this time.

Old Business:

Grants:  It was reported that we still need 3 bids for the lighting project. Zane Brink reported that we should have the project done by April. I fit is not completed by June 30, we will lose the grant. The quoted from Black Hills Power and Light to change out the transformer is $ 2,000. And BHP donated 6 poles for the project. Zane B. will speak to Ronnie Conrad and get the bids to Mike Kintigh. 


The sump pump/replacement parts grant is awaiting paperwork to be done.

Calendar:   The calendar fundraiser is moving ahead. The production cost will be $2500- $3000 for 800 calendars. We will get a mock up ad  for sponsors made up. The layout for photos will be around $ 400.  2012 shoot dates will not be available until after the SD State shoot in July. We will try to run some mock-ups to take to the state shoot to sell on a pre-order basis. 

2011 projects:  The number one project for the 2011 season will be the sewer system, which will include the septic system and bathrooms. Grants may not be available through the GF&P since they are a brick and mortar project. We should get the money back from our portion of the GF&P grants by the fall.

Component Order:  We need to see if Jim Commet is willing to put the component order together still. We will keep our profit the same as last year.
