Secretaries Report: The minutes from the January meeting were presented to the board. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Charlie Abell and seconded by Don Weinand. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that we have approximately $698 in the general fund excluding the debt reduction portion of our bank balance. We also have $229.00 in a Capital Improvement account at First Interstate Bank, which we will withdraw to close the account. The Treasurers report was approved as reported. 

League Report:  Spring trap league will begin April 6 and run for 10 weeks. 

Sporting Clays:  There is nothing much happening in sporting clays right now. We will begin in the spring.

Skeet Report:  Don Weinand reported that skeet has not had much traffic right now. 

Tournaments:  Greg Johnson was absent. He will get our ATA shoots added to the SD state shoot book. We will hang up sign up sheets for help for ATA shoots.

Maintenance:  The clean up day is still scheduled for May 8th. 

Equipment:  Mike Kintigh will do trap maintenance training sometime this spring.

Youth Program:  Upcoming events will be Hunt Safe, and we will try to get the Boy Scouts out to shoot too. We will discuss youth league at a later date. 

Old Business: 
Website:  Char will get important dates to Kelly Commet and also times that we will be open. 

Internet/ Midcontinent:  Midcontinent will install cable after Zane can do the trenching. This will be after the ground thaws a bit. 

Lighting project:  Zane was absent , but Jim Quintus reported that we are working on getting sponsors for the new light poles. We will work on a contract with prices to sponsor individual poles. Billy Cannon will contact Conrad’s to get some ideas for signage for the poles. Possible prices for 11 light poles would be: $1000 for a premium spot such as practice and fields 4 & 5. $500 for fields 7,8, 1 and 2.  We will consider the sponsorship to last for three years.

Price list boards:   Billy will contact Coke to see if they have boards to donate. 

New Business:

Grants:  Paul will get in touch with Mike K. in regards to new grants and funds. 

Component Order:  We will try to get email addresses set up so we can do emailings instead of USPS mailings for the annual component order.

Coca Cola:  Pepsi was not interested in coming in with a proposal. Charlie Abell moved that we have Coke install a machine and use their products. Dave Stafford seconded the motion. All approved. Billy Cannon will contact Coke.

National Guard: Paul reported that Col Webster with the National Guard said his understanding is that we already have a request in for them to do some dirt work for us. 

Rifle Club: BJ Maguire presented an idea for a new shooting sports complex/ academy. As of now, the Rifle club uses the National Guard range but would like for us to consider building on the east side of the trap club land. He brought some rough plans for the firing range which would be an indoor facility. The Rifle Club has been working with youth and would like to provide a place for them to shoot as well as being open to the public. We will need to get a surveyor and a civil engineer for the grading. 

Membership cards: We will get an annual date stamp for the membership cards so we can keep better track of who is current on the memberships. 

Other Business:

National Guard shoot:  The National Guard will be out on April 24 from 1:30 to 3:30 to shoot skeet and sporting clays. 

Pepsi:  Jim Quintus will contact Pepsi to remove their pop machine. 

SCI:  Billy reported that SCI has grant money available for ranges. We will see if there would be any help in getting the wiring and lighting done.
