Board of Directors Meeting

January 26, 2010

January 2010 minutes

Meeting called to order at 5:30 pm at Ketel Thorstenson office by President Paul Vinatieri

Secretaries Report: The minutes from the November meeting were presented to the board. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Charlie Abell and seconded by Mike Kintigh. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that we have approximately $2400 in the bank excluding the debt reduction portion of our bank balance. We also have $229.00 in a Capital Improvement account at First Interstate Bank, which we will withdraw to close the account. Discussion was held and we will hold off on the additional $ 5,000 mortgage payment until the lighting project is completely paid for. We can make the additional mortgage payment at any time during the year. Charlie Abell moved to approve the Treasurers report and Billy Cannon seconded the motion. All approved. 

League Report:  Spring trap league will begin end of March or early April. Dave Johnson will help and Jim Quintus will possibly as well. 

Sporting Clays:  Paul Vinatieri reported that we will discuss a spring league at a later date. We need to get the traveling trophy back from Spearfish.

Skeet Report:  Don Weinand reported that skeet has not had much traffic with the weather conditions. We will remain open on Sundays from 1 to 4 pm . Discussion was held as to whether we would like to have a registered skeet event, but Don didn’t think that we would have enough people to shoot a registered shoot. We will consider having a skeet tournament though. 

Tournaments:  Greg Johnson reported that we will have 4 (2 day) ATA registered shoots in 2010. 

Maintenance:  We will have our annual clean up day May 8th. Buildings and grounds and any other repairs will be on the work list. Dave Stafford reported that he has not had the chance to inspect the roof yet. Paul V. has a friend that has metal roofing that he could sell to us very inexpensively, including installation. Dave will look at the roof as soon as he can and weather will permit. 

Equipment:  Mike Kintigh reported that he has submitted 6 throw arms for refurbishing . The cost is $ 25 per arm and he also ordered some power bands and relay switches which came to a total of $ 371.50. We will use one of the older traps for a training session and put the new trap in the house. Training will potentially be in March.  Mike is also going to do some maintenance on the mower, it needs to be greased and fix a flat tire. Billy Cannon will check into getting us a new grease gun.
Youth Program:  Greg Johnson has submitted a grant request to the NRA for funds and equipment for the youth program. He thinks we should be approved for the grant. We still need certified coaches and Mike K. said the Game Fish & Parks could possibly cover the cost for the NRA training. Greg and Mike will be speaking with Bob Felber in regards to the state AIM program. We want to make sure that we have many trophies to hand out to the kids during state. There is a postal zone AIM shoot May2nd and May 9th . The kids will probably participate in this shoot.  

Old Business: 
Website:  Kelly Commet has now archived the older items on the website. Char will get dates for shoots, league and clean up day to her to add to the site. 

Internet/ Midcontinent:  Midcontinent could provide internet, phone and cable service if Zane Brink would be willing to bury the cable for them. Price for the bundle is around $90 per month. Zane did agree to do the work. Charlie Abell moved to approve the Midcontinent package and Mike Finnegan seconded the motion. All approved. 

Lighting project:  Zane was absent so we will discuss the progress of the lighting project at the next meeting. 

Price list boards:   Billy is still working on the price list boards. He also mentioned that Eagle Distributing may have vinyl banners that we could have them make for shoots. 

New Business:

Game Fish & Park additional funds:  We will invite the Rife Club to come to a meeting to talk about expanding our shooting sports program and possibly develop a shooting complex. We want to tap into the Pittman Robertson funds that are available. Paul V. has spoken to Webster at the National Guard and they would still be willing to help with an expansion project.  Paul will check to see what permits we might need to level the hill to the east of the existing skeet fields. He will see if we need to get it surveyed. 

Component Order:  Greg Johnson reported that he had heard some feedback in regards to our profit margin with the component order. Earlier the Board had voted to use a 5% profit margin across the board. Greg suggested that we return to the 2% profit because we may lose business and some of our members may end up ordering from other clubs. Discussion was held and Greg made a motion to go back to the 2% profit margin and Charlie Abell seconded the motion. Motion carried. 

Jim Commet also suggested to Greg that when our order is turned in and delivered, if the items do not come in the first delivery, then we will cancel the order instead of waiting for a later delivery. 

Coca Cola:  Andrew Mueller of Coca Cola gave us a brief presentation on using Coca Cola as our vending company for soda and other Coke products. We will give Pepsi a chance to show us what they will offer us. We will see if Pepsi would like to make a presentation at our next meeting. 

Other Business:

Hunt Safe dates:  Mike Kintigh gave us the dates for the spring sessions of the Hunt Safe program: March 13, April 3, and April 24 will be the dates for the range sessions. 

 Memorial shoots : August 21 and 22 will be the ATA shoot dates for the memorial shoot to honor our club members that have passed away. The program will be the Floyd Stolz Singles, Kirk Peil Doubles and the John Bracken Handicap. 
Next meeting:  The next meeting will be held February 9th  at Ketel Thorstensen at 5:30 pm. 

Motion to adjourn: Billy Cannon moved to adjourn the meeting.  All approved.
