June 13, 2011

June monthly meeting minutes

Meeting called to order at RCTC by  President Paul Vinatieri

Secretaries Report: The minutes from the May meeting were presented to the board.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Charlie Abell and seconded by Greg Johnson. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that we show a  balance of $ 14800 in the general fund, with $ 16000 earmarked in the debt retirement fund. This puts our actual balance at $ - 1200. Mike reported that he has put in an application to First interstate Bank for a $50,000 loan. He will need 3 people from the Board to guarantee the loan until September 30. After September 30, we will put a mortgage on the land. The loan will be used to pay for the lighting project until we receive the grant money from the Game Fish & Parks. Paul V. , Mike F, and Dave S. will be the guarantors on the loan. Charlie Abell moved to approve the treasurers report and Greg Johnson seconded the motion. All approved. 

Website:   The website hasn‘t had any new updates.

League Report: It was reported that league was on week 10. We will roll right in to summer league without any break.  

Skeet/Sporting Clays Report:  Skeet has had bad turnouts on Sundays.  Paul V., Mike F., and Billy C. will get the sporting clays up and running for the summer. If we use it we need to take care of it. We have a possible water problem in the area and also electrical problems. We will contact Conrad’s to help fix any electrical work that needs to be done. We have enough targets in the barn until the first of August.

Tournaments:  Western Zone shoot will be a marathon on Saturday, First Stop donated a rifle which helped to get handicap shooters out. Sunday we brought in $ 4900 minus $ 300 in trophies. The Club Shoot will be held July 23 and we will need trophies for that shoot. (Update… the Club shoot will be held in August after some email discussion) Mark Policky moved to order Champion buckles for Singles, Doubles, Handicap, Sportsman, HOA and to give shells for the class trophies. The motion was seconded and all approved. The August shoot will feature the Versa Max that is to be given away.

Maintenance/Equipment:  The insurance company was called in regards to the damaged roof, back room and office area. We had water damage from the rain and hail. The adjuster will be in touch with us and he will have something to Paul V. by the next meeting. Paul V. has someone that we could hire to do the roof repairs. If the money comes in we should go ahead with replacing the roof and shingles. Greg Johnson moved to proceed with the roof project and to give Paul the authority to proceed with the project. 


The skeet shed clubhouse is still in need of repairs. All Star Construction said that if we try to raise the house, we will break it.  

Youth Program:  Youth clinic started out good, then went downhill because of weather. We will be taking 3 teams to the SD State shoot. We need to get the youth to come out , they usually bring their parents out and sometimes they begin shooting too. 

Old Business:

Grants:  Sump pumps are in the barn and Mike and Charlie will get those installed. Zane is in ND working so we don’t know when the lighting project will get going, possibly in the next 2 weeks. $ 1000 was allocated for trap parts in the grant and we could use throwing arms for the traps and guards for the microphones. We will check in to getting some spare parts for the skeet machines. 

Mark Policky moved to give Mike Kintigh the authority to order spare parts for the traps and to get some steel to add weight to the stands - up to $ 1000. Mike Finnegan seconded the motion and all approved.  
2011 projects:   Back wall- Dave has anew plan that would be ok to reinforce and add a waterproofing zone to the wall. Dave S. will come up with detailed cost.

Signs for benches:  Conrad’s will produce the signs for the benches at little to no cost to us. We can sell them at any time and we will attach them. $ 171 is our cost per sign per bench. If we get it started and sell a sign we can then send an annual renewal fee to the sponsor. Each board ember needs to get one sponsor for a sign. The first years fee will be $ 250 for the sign that measures 22” and almost 6’ across. 

Brochure:  The brochure has been reviewed and we need the ok to print it up. Charlie Abell moved to go ahead and print the brochures in house and w will distribute them. Mike Finnegan seconded and all approved. 

South Middle School shoot: We had 22 kids show up to the shoot and everyone shot at least 2 rounds, some shot more. We sold shells and made burgers and brats. We had no overhead costs, so we brought in some money from this shoot. 

Steel Shot Clinic:  The clinic was cancelled due to lack of interest. 

Border states shoot:  Greg reported that Border States will be coming out again in September for their annual shoot. 

SD Youth Hunting Adventures:  There will be a Hunt Safe class coming up July 30 for the kids in this group. 

New Business: 

Election Committee:  The committee has come up with a few names of people who may be interested in becoming a director for the RCTC.

Tim Weaver, Frank Stehly, Rick Summerville, Darcy Schlect may be interested. Billy C. , Zane B, Paul V. want to come off the board if possible. Mark P. also voiced that he would prefer to come off as well.  Paul V. suggested that we get someone who is involved in ATA shooting to run for President. 

Other Business:

Membership book:  We need to update the membership book and send a mailer to all members prior to the club shoot and election.
