March 9, 2010

March 2010 minutes

Meeting called to order at 5:30 pm at Ketel Thorstenson office by President Paul Vinatieri

Secretaries Report: The minutes from the February meeting were presented to the board. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Charlie Abell and seconded by Greg Johnson. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that we have approximately $13,000 in the debt reduction fund . We also have $229.00 in a Capital Improvement account at First Interstate Bank, which we will withdraw to close the account. We did not make the additional $ 5,000 payment on the mortgage yet this year. We will see where we area the end of the year to decide if we will make the payment this year. We have approximately $9488 left on the mortgage and pay $556 a month. We should be able to pay it off by the end of the year. The Treasurers report was approved as reported. 

League Report:  Spring trap league will begin April 6 and run for 10 weeks. Paul said that he has trophies that we could change the tops on if we wanted them. Billy Cannon reported that he has 5 gallon buckets for shells when we need them. 

Sporting Clays:  We will begin sporting clays after May. And will have the range available every Tuesday night after trap league 5 pm until dark.

Skeet Report:  Skeet will also be available Tuesday nights during trap league. Skeet practice is open Sundays too. 

Tournaments:  Greg Johnson reported that our first registered shoot will be May 15 and 16. We will have wings after the shoot. A sign up sheet will be posted at the club for helpers. Trophies will be shotgun shells for the first two shoots and the other two and the zone shoot will be buckles. 

Maintenance:  The clean up day is scheduled for May 8th. The skeet house floor will need to be repaired. We will explore options for lifting the house to repair the floor. The toilet in the mens bathroom is in dire need of repair. Equipment:  Mike Kintigh reported that we need to put the arms back on the machines after they were resurfaced. We also need to do some maintenance on the mower. Mike will have the machine maintenance clinic at one of the upcoming meetings at the clubhouse. 

Youth Program:  Charlie Abell will send a letter to the Boy Scouts to see if we can get some interest in shooting from them. A youth clinic flyer will be handed out at the next HuntSafe class and Char will take flyers to the school district to get some distributed too. The age limit will be 11 through 18 for the youth clinic. Greg Johnson will be calling Bob Felber to see where the AIM program is in the state. We have one more year to get coaches certified and GF&P will cover the cost of certification fees. Greg also received a mini grant to cover the cost of shells for the AIM teams. 

Old Business: 
Website:  Char reported that there have been no new updates to the website. 

Component Order:  The component order will arrive March 14 and pickup is scheduled for March 27. 

Internet/ Midcontinent:  Zane Brink will trench for the cable to be placed either on the road or the north side by the property line. We will have a 3 year contract through Midcontinent. 

Lighting project:  Conrad’s contacted Zane and informed us that the panel we put in last year is maxed out. Black Hills Power will have to put another service drop in. We have 3 services right now. All of the lights and poles are in for the lighting project and all the materials are complete.

Grants:   The only grant in the works is our lighting project right now. The GF&P commission changed some of the grant program. There will now be a cap on how much money can be spent on structural projects ( $2500). It will, however, be easier to get grants for equipment with turnaround being abut 2 weeks. Right now we have good equipment backups. 

New Business:

National Guard: Paul reported that the National Guard needs for us to resubmit our request for earthwork. They need to come out to the club and see again what the project might entail. We need to find out if the National Guard has the capacity to do the surveying of the property. It will be a very expensive project if they can’t. Paul will call and set up a time to have them come out to the club. 

Wounding Loss Clinic: Curt Robertson would like to hold a wounding loss clinic at the club on June 19 from 8 am to 5 pm. Charlie moved that we would let them use the club for the clinic and Greg seconded the motion. All approved. 

South Middle School: South Middle School would like to bring approximately 25-30 kids out  on May 21 from 8 am till 2:30 pm. Charlie moved to have the SMS shoot on May 21 and charge $5/ 50 targets. Dave Stafford seconded the motion. All approved. 

Other Business:

Credit card machine:  The credit card machine is not working. We will have Billy work on getting it operational. 

Next meeting:  The next meeting will be held April 13th at the trap club at 6:30 pm. 

Motion to adjourn: Charlie Abell moved to adjourn the meeting.  All approved.
