Secretaries Report: No corrections or additions were submitted by the Board. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Don Weinand and seconded by Mike Finnegan. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan presented the check register balance. It shows a balance of about $ 33,000. The grants will be coming up and we will need to pay the full amount out, but will receive 75% back from the grant proceeds. All of the components have been paid for, but have not been delivered yet. Mike has filled out the credit card machine information so we are closer to getting that up and running.  Paul Vinatieri moved to approve the report and Mike Kintigh seconded the motion. All approved.
League Report:  23 teams are shooting at this time and things are running smoothly. We are still in need of a league secretary. The duties of the secretary are to choose trophies and run the window. We kicked around a few ideas of how to get the shooters involved in some of the duties. Possibilities are to require each team to supply 1 person each night to help.  Possibly run the trap kids by piecework and pay them per sheet that they bring in.  Paul suggested that we get volunteers to help and then get them to sit on the board of directors. After more discussion, Dave Johnson agreed to act as secretary on Tuesdays and Paul Vinatieri will take over the duties on Thursdays. 

Sporting Clays:  May 31 will be a fun shoot and open house at the sporting clays field. Black Hills Sportsmen are donating $200 to help pay for the refreshments and Paul is providing burgers for the event.  If enough people are interested, they will have a league.
Skeet Report:  Don Weinand reported that there is not much happening at the skeet fields. They continue to be open on Sundays from 1- 4 and Tuesdays from 1-3 or so. 
Old Business:

Highway Sign:  Jim Quintus reported that the new sign should be installed by next week. 
Spring Youth Shoot:  We had a very small turn out for the youth program, but have a few kids that will probably continue to come out and shoot.  
Lawn Mower:  The new mower has been delivered and works well. We will keep up on the maintenance to make sure that it continues to run well. 
Grant Status:  We discussed the priorities and budget for the field lighting projects. Trap, voice pulls and some of the field lighting is written up in the grant. The lighting project will be the major expense and we will table that until the next meeting
Nominating committee:  Dave Stafford, Zane Brink & Paul Vinatieri are on the nominating committee.  Al Kant, Charlie Abell and Jim Quintus are all due to come off the board but have agreed to serve longer and be elected again. 
Rocky Mountain Oyster shoot:  Mike Kintigh has contacted the Rocky Mtn. Oyster group. They are expecting around 60-70 people Labor Day weekend.  He is working on getting lunches catered for the three meals that we need to provide for them. Paul, Don, Greg, Jim, Mike K. and Mike F. have agreed to help.  

South Middle School shoot:  There were 18 kids that came out to shoot from South MS. Mike K., Char, Chuck, Charlie, Foster and Matt came out to help. They were given a short safety talk then were able to shoot. 

New Business:
Club shoot:  Greg is working on the program for the club shoot and election to be held June 20. Don Weinand suggested that we remove 100 skeet from the HOA trophy. Greg suggested that we have 25 skeet and 25 sporting clays added to the sportsman’s trophy as well as 25 from the 16 yard line and 25 from the 25 yard line. The rest of the program will be 100 skeet, 100 16 yd singles, 50 pr. Doubles, and 100 handicap. The trophies will be Tilden buckles.
