May 10, 2011

May monthly meeting minutes

Meeting called to order at RCTC by  President Paul Vinatieri

Secretaries Report: The minutes from the April meeting were presented to the board.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by Charlie Abell and seconded by Mark Policky. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that we show a  balance of $ 2700 in the general fund, and $ 16000 in the debt retirement fund. We have not received the bill for the target order yet, but that payment will be around $ 13000. Deposits from league shooting and the ATA shoot have not been deposited yet either. Mark Policky questioned how we are standing financially and what our biggest expense is each month. Mike F. will print out a profit/ loss statement and email it to the board.  We will also do an inventory to add to the profit/loss report. We came out approximately $ 1400 ahead from the component order (2% of sales). Charlie Abell moved to approve the report and Kit Cline seconded the motion. All approved. 

Mike F. has checked into setting up a line of credit to help us meet our obligations for the grants. A motion was made by Dave Stafford to authorize Mike Finnegan to set up a line of credit for $50,000 at First Interstate Bank for the grant project. Charlie Abell seconded the motion. All approved. 

Website:   The website hasn‘t had any new updates.

League Report: It was reported that league is going well. We need to find a way to keep interest up for summer and fall leagues too. The club members have been helping out quite a bit this time. (Travis Bacon, Nick Geigle and Ericka Grimm have been instrumental). Ericka has been great working the window. And we will need to find another league secretary as Dennis Johnson probably won’t be interested in continuing through the summer league. We will also need to train someone else to work in the office, as we will be losing Ericka mid July. 

Doubles League: We only have about 10 shooters but hopefully this will increase during summer league. 

Skeet/Sporting Clays Report:  Skeet has not had much activity.  Sporting clays has had some rounds shot each week. The oscillating motor in the low house is not working. We have some all orange targets in the barn that need to be taken to the skeet houses. 

Tournaments:  First ATA shoot had fairly low attendance.

Maintenance/Equipment:  Mark Policky reported that the salt in the water softener has been helping quite a bit.  Dave Johnson has sprayed weeds and the board will reimburse him for that. 

Youth Program:  Youth clinic will begin May 11 at 5pm and Saturday at 8 am. Mike K. reported that he had sent out postcards to the kids who took the first two HuntSAFE courses this year to remind them of the dates. Charlie A. moved to reimburse Mike for cards and postage. Kit Cline seconded the motion. 

Old Business:

Grants:  Mike Kintigh reported that the grants are approved and we need to have our projects completed by June 25th. Zane Brink is out of state, but Mike will check with him to see if the project is still scheduled for May 14. Charlie A. will get new bids for the sump pump project, as Mike K. thought the old quotes might be outdated now. 
2011 projects:   Dave Stafford reported that he has a different idea to fix the back wall, so it doesn’t have to be completely redone and the cost will be quite a bit less.  Dave will come up with a cost for the repair and present it at the next meeting.

Signs for benches:  Greg Johnson has spoken to Conrad’s and they will be getting back to us with a total value of the signs for the benches. Greg will have figures by next month’s meeting. 

Brochure:  Nick Geigle presented a mock up of the brochure that Charon has been working on. She will make further revisions as suggested by the board. 

New Business: 

Club Shoot and Election:  The Club shoot and election will be held July 23. The election committee will consist of Mark Policky, Greg Johnson and Mike Kintigh. Those directors who will be coming off the Board are: Paul Vinatieri (President), Billy Cannon, Mark Policky and Zane Brink. The committee will make suggestions as to who we might want to nominate to take over these spots.

Membership auctions:  Mike Kintigh brought it to our attention that some organizations are auctioning off Life memberships at their fundraisers. RMEF and PF recently auctioned off Life memberships instead of annual memberships. A motion was made by Dave Stafford that any donated memberships need to be approved by the entire BOD. Charlie Abell seconded the motion. All approved. 

Other Business:

Award:  Nick Geigle presented the RCTC Hall of Fame award with the names Greg Johnson, Mark Policky and Jim Commet added for their years of dedication to the RCTC. We will nominate and present the award to another person at the Club shoot and election this year. 

South Middle School:  South Middle school will again be coming out with students for a shotgun session on Friday May 13th at 8:30 AM. There should be approximately 20 kids and they will shoot 2 rounds each at $6.00 per round. We will provide a hot dog lunch for the students. 

Steel Shot Clinic:  We will host a wounding loss clinic on June 10.. 13 people can shoot but anyone is welcome to attend the seminar. We have not really promoted this event yet. 

Border States Electric:  Border States would like to rent the facility on September 14 for a fun shoot. Mike Kintigh moved to let them use the club on that date. Charlie A. seconded the motion. 

SD Youth Hunting Adventures:  Charlie Abell moved to let the SD Youth Hunting Adventures group use the club for a range session and testing day on July 30. Greg Johnson seconded and all approved.
