Secretaries Report: The minutes from the October meeting were presented to the board. A correction to change the statement in regards to the IRS was noted and was changed in the official minutes. Another correction regarding the average cost of the guns for the fundraiser calendar was made. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Jim Quintus and seconded by Mike Finnegan. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that aside from the $ 16,000 in the debt retirement account, we have a balance of $ 5879.80 in the general fund. After the last mortgage payment was made on November 1st, we have a balance of $ 5563.69 owed on the mortgage. Discussion was held as to whether we should pay off the loan at this time, but since we are dealing with 2 grants at this time, and we will have to have money to pay our part of the grant projects, it was decided to keep the money in the account and we will NOT pay the additional $ 5000.00 this year. Mike Kintigh moved to approve the report and Jim Quintus seconded the motion. All approved. 

Website:  No new updates have been posted to the website.

League Report: Dennis Johnson was absent but it was reported that league had concluded  We will again have the Hardcore league during the winter months, beginning December 5, which will include 100 singles, 100 handicap and 100 doubles targets. Paul will contact Kelly to add this to the website. The cost will be $ 58.00 which is a $ 10 league fee and the cost of the practice rounds. 

Skeet/Sporting Clays Report:  Skeet and sporting clays on Tuesdays are done for the season. The range was rented out for a payment of $ 200 + $ 70 for rounds. We still have trouble with trap 5 on the sporting clays range and wires are still on the ground. We will work on getting this repaired. 

Tournaments:  Tournaments have concluded until next spring. We netted $ 4000 from all the tournaments ( $1000 from each event) . 

Maintenance/Equipment:  No maintenance on the equipment was necessary at this time. 

Youth Program:  There is no shooting activity in the youth program at this time.

Old Business:

Grants:  Mike Kintigh reported that the grants were sitting idle until we could get the 501(c) status issue fixed. Mike Finnegan reported that it is ok now. 

Calendar:   The calendar fundraiser is moving ahead. Kit Cline got another quote from Simpsons and reported that Scheels and Simpsons may be possible sponsors for a couple of the pages. We will draw up a sponsor form by the next meeting. We will add dates for national competitions and events and dates for events from surrounding areas as well. Mike Finnegan asked if it would be better to sell sponsor spots for $ 300 and give them a calendar. All agreed. 

2011 projects:  Mark Policky has someone looking into the sewer system and will report on it at the next meeting. 

New Business: 

Resignation:  Mark Kostboth has notified the Board that he has resigned. Mark Policky has  agreed to serve on the board. Mike Kintigh moved to add Mark to the board of directors. Kit Cline seconded the motion. All approved. 

Other Business:

 Club rental:  Becoming Outdoors Women would like to rent the range on September 17 2011. They will have approximately 20 people involved. 

Next meeting:  The next monthly meeting will be held December 14 at Thirsty’s on Main street.
