Secretaries Report: The minutes from the August meeting were presented to the board. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Charlie Abell and seconded by Kit Cline. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that aside from the $ 16,000 in the debt retirement account, we have a negative balance in the account,  but this is before deposits from the Gold shoot and league shooting. 

Website:  The website should be updated now.

League Report: Dennis Johnson was absent but it was reported that league is in its third week and we have 13 teams shooting at this time. We did not advertise league this time, and numbers are down. Shooters are able to shoot on Sundays during this league as well. Jim Quintus voiced some interest in becoming league secretary again this spring. 

Skeet/Sporting Clays Report:  The O rings were replaced on the high house. There has been some good turnouts lately for the skeet range.  There is no hunter’s league right now, but there are 8 -15 guys shooting various things at the sporting clays range. 

Tournaments:  Turnout at the Gold shoot was up from our prior shoots this year, with 8 squads shooting.  The shoot went well and we brought in approx. $ 1300.

Maintenance/Equipment:  Mike Kintigh reported that we have had problems with the wind blowing speakers over and breaking them. Jim Quintus will take one of the cones to a metal shop to see about making a cone to protect the speaker. Mike also reported that all the traps are working except for #8 which has a switch out. There are no spare parts for the skeet machines that we have found. The mower blades need to be sharpened and Mike will take care of that. 

Youth Program:  We are going to come up with a plan to get more HuntSafe kids to come back to shoot at the club.

Old Business: 

Grants:  All grants have been approved and signed. The total amount of the grants is $ 45,510, of which the club is responsible for 25%. We need 3 bids for each project then we can submit it to Pierre. 

Calendar:  Kit Cline presented some ideas and costs for a calendar fundraising project for the club. We have several options as to how many guns and prizes we want to award each month. The price for printing 800 calendars would be about $3800 or $ 4.75 each.  Profits from the sales would go to improvements for the club. We discussed selling ads for the pages and adding shoot dates to the calendar. Charlie Abell moved to start working on the calendar for a projected start time of 2012. Jim Quintus seconded. All approved.  A committee for the development of the calendar has been formed with Mike Kintigh , Paul Vinatieri and Kit Cline heading up the committee. 

New Business: 

HuntSafe:  Char B. asked if the club would consider trying to get more kids out to shoot from HuntSafe by presenting them with a “youth membership” card upon completion of the course. About 600 kids per year complete the course. Discussion was held and Char will make a mock up of the card to bring to the next meeting.
