Secretaries Report: One correction to last month’s minutes was made. Mike Finnegan relayed that he had not been present at the South Middle School shoot as reported. The minutes will be corrected. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Charlie Abell and seconded by Dave Stafford. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that the checking balance shows around $ 32,000. $16,000 of that is designated for the mortgage payoff as moved previously and $16,000 is undesignated in the general fund.  Billy Cannon moved to approve the report and Chuck Lidman seconded the motion. All approved.
League Report:  Spring league is winding down and will be finished within the next week. Dave Johnson is working well as the co-secretary for league and is making a few changes for Summer league. Summer league will begin the first week in July. Papa Murphy’s will do a pizza feed for the last night of league for the fun shoot. 
Sporting Clays:  Paul Vinatieri reported that they had a great open house for 5 stand. They had roughly 30 people attend but didn’t really have enough people that were interested to begin a league at this time.  Char will check with Spearfish in regards to a possible competition with them. We will get an article in the newspaper before hunters league begins in the fall. 
Skeet Report:  Don Weinand reported that they have had a couple of new shooters and they are still throwing targets. 
Old Business:

Highway Sign:  Jim Quintus reported that we are still waiting for Conrad’s to install the new sign.  
Grant Status:  We discussed the status of the grants. The voice pulls and new trap were bundled together and will cost around $14,000 to purchase them. The lighting portion of the grant was added later and about $8500 is available for that project. After adding numbers we will be considerably short for the entire lighting project with the lights running $ 18,000 and poles around $13,000. If we used wood poles, it would be considerably less ($19,000).  Zane Brink threw an idea out to possibly have a pole sponsorship and have a night shoot with lights for the sponsors. He is also checking with BH Power about poles.  Don Weinand questioned whether we really needed lighting on the skeet or sporting clays fields. Paul V. agreed that we probably don’t need them on sporting clays unless they have more interest from shooters. We might just add 2 lights to the existing poles at skeet field 1. We will continue our discussion of the grants. 
Nominating committee:  Dave Stafford, Zane Brink & Paul Vinatieri are on the nominating committee.  They haven’t really had any positive reactions to finding someone for the president’s spot. 
Club shoot:  The club shoot and election will be June 20. If anyone has any business to bring up, let Greg know. 

New Business:
Eric Peil:  Greg J. announced that Eric Peil has completed his grand slam. We will honor him at the Zone shoot. Zane moved to spend around $250 on food and cake for either Saturday night or Sunday afternoon. Jim Quintus seconded the motion. All approved. Greg will call if he needs help with anything. 
July 7th Boy scout shoot:  We will host a boy scout shoot on July 7 from noon to 4 pm. There will be 2 groups of boys coming out. We will again have a short safety instruction and then let the boys shoot. Anyone who can help would be appreciated. We will charge the same amount as the middle schools paid. ($ 2.50 a round)
