November 24, 2009

November 2009 minutes

Meeting called to order at 5:30 pm at Ketel Thorstenson office by President Paul Vinatieri

Secretaries Report: The minutes from the September meeting were presented to the board. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Charlie Abell and seconded by Dave Stafford. All approved. 

Treasurers Report: Mike Finnegan reported that there was not an official bank balance for the month at this time. He was in the process of running payroll still. He did have a breakdown of the league deposits. The report showed that league didn’t quite cover the overhead paid out to run the league. Mike commented that if we continue with the proposed increases that we have discussed we should be in better shape than we have been before. 

We still have $8,000 earmarked for our lighting project and we also need to begin on some other projects when we have additional money in the bank.  The treasurer’s report was approved as reported.

League Report:  Dave Johnson reported that league had been completed at this time.

Sporting Clays:  Paul Vinatieri reported that we will discuss a spring league at a later date. We need to get the traveling trophy back from Spearfish.

Skeet Report:  Don Weinand reported that skeet will remain open on Sundays from 1 to 4 pm except when the temperature is below freezing.

Tournaments:  Greg Johnson reported that we will have 4 (2 day) ATA registered shoots in 2010. 

Maintenance:  Zane Brink reported that we had the roof repaired so it didn’t have any further damage over the winter. It was discussed that after the lighting project, we need to replace the roof.  The rafter and vents on the shed need repair too. Dave Stafford will inspect the roof and give us his evaluation. 

Equipment:  Mike K. will give us a little training on the Pat traps. We will use one of the older traps for the training and put the new trap in the house. Training will potentially be in March.

Mike suggested that we look at having some arms on hand for future breakdowns. We have brushes, band and relay switches on hand now. 

Youth Program:  All of the youth program kids are invited to the trap club on Dec. 5th to shoot practice, laser shot and have a fun day. We will talk about 2010 and decide what we will do for the youth program next year.

Mike K. was appointed the state director of the AIM program. We need to get trained coaches and need a hosting site for the training. Mike asked the SD Game Fish & Parks about getting trainers in for a coaches school but the money wouldn’t be available until 2011. 

Old Business: 
Website:  Char contacted Kelly Commet about archiving the older items on the website and adding new things but did not get any response.  

Signs on benches:  Chuck Lidman was absent. 

Lighting project:  We have about $ 11,315 left from the $ 25,000 GF&P grant (after 3 new voice pulls, 1 Pat Trap costing $ 13,685). We will have plenty to pay for our portion of the lighting project. We still need to have 2 additional bidders for the project.  Dave Stafford moved to approve Zane’s project and Charlie Abell seconded the motion.  Zane Brink also moved to allow him to maximize the amount of money we have to finish the lighting project. Dave Stafford seconded the motion and all approved.  

Price list boards:  2 boards are coming. We will put them on the wall as soon as they arrive. 

New Business:

Game Fish & Park additional funds: Because of increased sales of guns and ammo, the GF&P is expecting additional money through the Federal Aid Program. We will invite the Rife Club to come to a meeting to talk about expanding our shooting sports program and possibly develop a shooting complex. Paul recommended that we keep in line for a project like this. 

Component Order:  Jim Commet agreed to do the component order for us again. 

Internet:  Midcontinent will get back to us about TV, cable and phone service. A TV has been donated for use at the clubhouse. 

Other Business:

League secretaries:  Dave Johnson reported that he will not be interested in doing the league secretary job this coming year. All of the new rules for spring league are written. 

Iron Man league: A winter league will begin December 6 running on Sundays from 1 to 4 pm. The league will consist of 100 singles, 100 doubles and 100 handicap targets. It will be $ 10 per round with a $ 5 administration fee to pay for party)

Next meeting:  There will be no December meeting. The next meeting will be held January 19 at Ketel Thorstensen at 5:30 pm. 

Motion to adjourn: Charlie Abell moved to adjourn the meeting.  All approved.
